“ around 4am, the sound woke me up. It was the sound of the tree snapping in two. I went inside my bathroom, hoping inside the tub would be safer. It lasted about 15 seconds, but it was the longest 15 seconds of my life. 

  I didn’t see the damage until 7am in the morning. A tree had fallen on my car, and there was 3 lights busted on it. My neighbor’s truck was flattened by another tree.and I found a hole, about a foot long in a wall in my house. It was horrible.”

  We, the ICB thank the Creator that Anthony Chance is safe and sound. I, personally, have been in many hurricanes over the years, and have seen the devastation to homes and lives, and am thankful that our brother is ok.
